                                        SUBMISSION GUIDELINES
                                      

The West Coast Latvian Song Festival art exhibition committee invites Latvian and Latvian American artists to participate in a small
works exhibition Small Treasures From Latvia  to take place in the Ventura Artists Union Gallery, August 29 - 31, 2008  
in Ventura, California. 

SUBMISSION GUIDELINES
Each artist may submit up to three (3) works of art. The committee  will evaluate and choose artwork based on images. Please
send either good quality color photographs, 35mm slides or a CD with 300 dpi jpgs, at least 5" x 7".  All images must be labeled
indicating size, orientation, medium, title and date.

MEDIA: All artwork must be original.  
Acceptable categories include: paintings (oil, acrylic, mixed media), watercolors, drawings, graphic art, photographs, sculpture and
mixed media.

Unacceptable categories: Installation, performance art, video, film, applied arts (ie jewelry, furniture, clothing).

MEASUREMENTS: Taking into consideration the relatively small exhibition space, the size of artwork is limited to the following:
2-dimensional work cannot exceed 12" x 14" (inches), including frame
3-dimensional work must fit into a 10" x 10" x 12" (inches) box

JURY:
Artwork will be selected by members of the committee which include artists, individuals working in art-related fields and have formal
education in  art.  Additional jury members wil l be added as deemed necessary.

SUBMISSIONS (WITH FORM AND VISUALS) MUST BE RECEIVED BY JUNE 6, 2008.

AFTER  RECEIVING CONFIRMATION FROM THE COMMITTEE, PLEASE USE THE FOLLOWING GUIDELINES FOR ARTWORK
PREPARATION AND SHIPMENT: 

WORK PREPARATION:
2-dimensional work must be framed (or finished edges) and ready to hang (with hooks and/or wire).  The work must be securely
labeled with artist’s name, title, medium, date and price.

PACKAGING: Please package artwork with EXTREME CARE, particularly artworks with glass or other fragile materials.  Please use
bubble wrap and plastic.

PRICING: 
Please be aware that the committee will retain 30% of sales price to cover gallery honorarium and installation expenses. 

SHIPPING:
Shipping fees are the artist’s responsibility, which includes return of artwork.
